The 2010 summer season is going to present some challenges for us all.  It is forecast to be one 
of the driest on record.  In fact, the river level gauge at the new bridge (Welshtown cross road) 
Roseway River is presently recording one of the lowest ever May water level readings since

have a safe and happy summer, there are a number of things that we should do to ensure our 
own security and wellbeing. 
 
The first is to be aware of what is going on around us.  Listen to the various media for weather 
forecasts and predictions.  Listen to the news reports for public service announcements or fire 
reports.  The Maritimes will probably suffer a mild tornado this summer.  For certain weather 
events, such as a tornados, the amount of time for a warning may be limited.  Most tornados 
are associated with severe thunderstorm activity. 
 
Be prepared and have a safe summer. 

Coastal Properties 
 

Past experience has shown 
that sea level rise and 
coastal erosion are real and 
that property damage has 
been severe along our 
shores.  Now, even a mild 
storm if combined with an 
abnormally high tide will 
result in coastal inundation 
and shoreline loss.  Those 
with coastal properties 
should be aware of this and 
take steps to minimize 
losses.

Hurricane Season 
 

The 2010 hurricane forecast has just been 
issued and experts are predicting an active 
one.  This, when combined with the fact that

Fortunately, we usually have some 
time to issue hurricane advisories and the 
associated public service announcements 
when that type of storm is coming.  The 
primary responsibility is to remove any tree 
hazards in your area and to secure anything 
that may become a flying object.

New Developments 
 

Shelburne County East Emergency 
Management Organization (SCEEMO), which 
includes the Municipality of the District of 
Shelburne, the Town of Shelburne and the 
Town of Lockeport have been working  with 
others in trying to obtain a Doppler weather 
radar for South Western Nova Scotia, as well 
as advocating for a LIDAR (light detection and 
ranging) survey for our area.  The LIDAR 
survey would tell us where the areas of 
greatest risk to sea level rise (coastal erosion) 
actually are. 

911 Cell Service 

Beginning February 1, 2010, the Enhanced 
911 or Cellular Location is available to 
cellphone callers provincewide in Nova 
Scotia. 

The new technology provides 911 call takers 
the approximate location of a cellular or 
mobile handset by giving an estimate of the 
longitude and latitude coordinates. 
Previously, the location of cellphone callers 
could only be placed in the area of the 
nearest cellphone tower. 

When you call 911 from a cellphone, the 
911 call taker will know your approximate 
location. It is therefore still extremely 
important that you know, or be able to 
describe the exact location of the 
emergency. This information will help the 
call taker quickly connect you to the 
appropriate emergency response agency. 

If you are calling from an outdoor location, 
look for markers that indicate your 
whereabouts including street signs, civic 
numbers, highway distance markers and 
exits.

Energy Efficiency 
 

On December 31, 2009 the Province of Nova 
Scotia adopted new energy efficiency 
requirements for building within the scope of 
Part 9 (residential).  There are exceptions to the 
new regulations and you should always check 
with the Inspection Department to find out what 
regulations apply to your project. 

Fire Inspection 
 

Fire inspections are completed to 
ensure the life and health safety of all 
occupants and businesses.  These 
inspections are in place to prevent 
injury to occupants, prevent fires and 
to ensure that health safety issues 
are met. 

Process for Building Inspections 
 

Residential stages of construction requiring inspections 
are as follows: 
 

Footing in place 

Subfloor plumbing 

Subfloor and foundation insulation 

Pre-backfill 

Framing, roof and plumbing and mechanical 
systems 

Insulation and vapor barrier before wall 
covering 

Before occupancy 

Civic Numbering 
 

It is important to remember 
that when you require 
emergency assistance and 
need to call 911, you need 
to know your civic number, 
road name and the 
community name in which 
you reside.  Your civic 
number should be clearly 
displayed; this will avoid any 
confusion or delays from 
emergency responders.

Integrated Community Sustainability Plan 

The Municipality of the District of Shelburne adopted their Integrated Community Sustainability Plan

sustainability goals.  We have one large capital project in progress, which is the upgrade to the Sandy 

Point Sewage Treatment Plant, which will significantly improve the effectiveness of wastewater 

treatment at that location.  This project is in the design phase and the Municipality has also included a 

Climate Change Vulnerability Assessment for the new design, with funding from Natural Resources 

Canada and Nova Scotia Environment.  We have also recently started work on a Wind Energy 

Development Plan, with funding from the Nova Scotia Department of Energy.  This project will allow us 

as a community to identify where wind energy development should be encouraged and where we 

should discourage or prohibit such development.  This project will involve public consultation at two 

stages, the first in early July, so watch for more information on that project and ensure that you come 

out and have your say on wind development.

On a residential dwelling assessed at a market value of 
$100,000.00 the proposed property tax would be 
$1,300.00 for 2010/11. 

The residential tax burden continues 
to be a concern for Council.  The 
Municipality of the District of Shel-
burne has one of the lowest rates of 
commercial activity, relative to other 
rural municipalities in Nova Scotia.  In 
an effort to improve the attractive-
ness of the industrial park, the Mu-
nicipality plans to build a new sewage 
treatment plant and install new lines 
in the park.  Council is also prepared 
to invest in refurbishments to the 
medical clinic and continue to be 
involved in the attempts to attract 
more physicians to the area.  Council 
continues to work diligently toward 
greater economic opportunity to not 
only reduce the residential tax bur-
den, but to create jobs and economic 
growth for the residents of the Mu-
nicipality.
