SUBJECT: Wastewater Collection/Sewage Treatment-Unbudgeted Purchase
BACKGROUND

The septage meter was scheduled to be replaced this fiscal 2024/2025 with a $10,000 budget included for this
purpose. When the operator obtained actual quotes to replace the meter the cost was closer to $50,000, therefore,
we have been continuing as is with a plan to include the replacement of this item in the 2025/2026 budget. The
septage meter was also included in the proposal for funding (polishing pond) that we sent to the Municipal Capital
Growth Fund, for which we have never received confirmation of approval.

DISCUSSION

The septage meter has now failed and we are unable to retrieve the usage data for billing purposes. Staff has
initiated a temporary work around by having each hauler call before offloading and by taking photos of the meter
between the start and finish of each offloading event. The estimated time from ordering the replacement unit to
delivery and installation is estimated to be 8 to 10 weeks. Staff would like to order the replacement unit
immediately.

Three quotes were obtained quote 1 from Flowpoint is the lowest at $28577.41+HST yet it incurs annual user fees
in the amount of $3800/year. Quote 2 from Franklin Miller is in US dollars $35952+freight and sales tax and does
not include new flow meters. Quote 3 from EEP Technical Solutions (Option 2) is also in US dollars $42026 plus
shipping and freight. Quote 3 is the most expensive of the three units, however, is the most inclusive resulting in
all new components. Our system is 13 years old and replacement parts can be hard to obtain.



RECOMMENDATON

Be it resolved that the Council of the Municipality of the District of Shelburne approve the purchase of a new
septage receiving station meter from Flowpoint at an estimated cost of $28577.41+tax with annual usage fees.
Funds to come from GL#00-24240-425 and the capital reserve.

ALTERNATIVE RECOMMENDATION

Be it resolved that the Council of the Municipality of the District of Shelburne approve the purchase of a new
septage receiving station meter from Franklin Miller at an estimated cost of $35952 (USD)+Freight and tax. Funds
to come from GL#00-24240-425 and the capital reserve.

BUDGET CONSIDERATIONS:

The GL 00-24240-425 will be over by an estimated $45,000. As advised in the motion the shortfall in funds will
come from the capital reserve.

In the case of delayed start-up, SELLER shall provide recommended maintenance
and long-term storage Instructions, including documentation forms which BUYER
must complete in order to maintain this warranty. BUYER's failure to adhere to
said maintenance Instructions for any piece of the equipment shall void this
warranty. Further, no waiver, alteration, or modificaion of the foregoing
conditions shall be valid unless made in writing and signed by an executive officer
of SELLER. If the BUYER is in default of Clause 6 (Payment of Purchase Price)
this warranty is null and void unless reinstated by SELLER.

3. FORCE MAJEURE

The obligation of SELLER hereunder shall be modified or excused for reasons of act
of God, war, changes in law or regufations, strikes or lock-outs, fire, breakdown of
machinery, or if for any other cause beyond SELLER's control, inciuding supplier
delay, the goods cannot be delivered, or their delivery becomes delayed in whole
or in part. In the above instances, time for delivery shall be extended for the
period of the delay caused, with the proviso, however, that either party may
cancel in writing the undelivered portion of the order or contract if the delay
exceeds six (6) months from the delivery date originally confirmed by SELLER.

the full amount of the purchase price then remaining unpaid shall at once become due
and payable at the aption of the SELLER. Then, at its option, SELLER may take
possession of any goods theretofore sold to BUYER, in connection with which the full
purchase price has not been paid, analogous to the terms and provisions set forth
herein.

(b) TERMS OF PAYMENT - All orders are subject to credit approval by the SELLER.
Payment terms are as stated in SELLER’S quotation. Retainage if required by OWNER
shall be no more than 5% of the purchase price, Retminage shall be released and paid
in full no later than 120 days after satisfactory start up of the SELLER's equipment.  All
shipments, including partial shipments, will be biled a pro rata amount as of date
shipped. If the account remains unpaid after sixty (60) days, interest at the rate of
1-1/2% per month (18% per annum) will be added to the outstanding balance
computed from date of shipment. Al costs of collecion will be added to the
outstanding balance including legal fees and court costs. Acceptance of partial
payments on account does not constitute any change in the payment terms and
conditions herein and is not to be considered to extend the due date for payment.

7. SECURITY INTEREST AND TITLE .

In states and localiies which are govemed by the Uniform Commercial Code, this
contract shall serve as the security agreement, reserving in SELLER a security interest
until full payment of purchase price.  The provisions of the Uniform Commercial Code
regarding security interest shall have preference and apply i inconsistent with other
terms of the conditions of sale hereln.
