SUBIJECT: Economic Development - Market and Investment
Readiness Analysis

PURPOSE

For Council to consider a market gap analysis and review of Municipal property
assets to determine feasibility and strategy direction for economic development
that would best impact Southwest Nova Scotia.

RECOMMENDATION
Itis recommended:

THAT the Municipality proceed with issuing a Request for Proposal to complete a
market and investment readiness analysis and evaluate municipally owned
properties along Highway 103, PID’s 80113889 and 8014355 to determine feasibility
and strategy direction for economic development

BACKGROUND

The Municipality of Shelburne is committed to fostering sustainable economic
diversity, growth and prosperity through proactive and strategic initiatives.
Recognizing the critical role that economic development plays in community
vitality, the Council has made significant investments in enhancing the
municipality's economic landscape.

A central component of this commitment is Council’s focus on strategic land
acquisition, capacity-building and land use planning. Over recent years, the
Municipality has undertaken deliberate land purchases to position Shelburne for
long-term growth. These acquisitions are intended to ensure that strategically
located lands are appropriately zoned and available to support commercial
development, thereby enabling the community to respond to market opportunities,
attract new investment, and create employment opportunities.

DISCUSSION
During a review of the Municipality’s property assets at the June 2, 2025, Economic
Growth Committee, it was agreed that the Municipally owned properties,
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strategically located between exit 25 and exit 26 on Highway 103, would be best
suited for commercial and mixed housing development. A discussion was held
regarding potential development opportunities and marketing strategies. During
these discussions it was identified that we would benefit from completing a market
and investment readiness analysis to determine community needs and ideally
suited economic development that could impact not just Shelburne but rather all
Southwest Nova Scotia. The following motion was passed at the June 2, 2025,
Economic Growth Committee meeting:

THAT the Committee recommend to Municipal Council to proceed with a detailed
market gap analysis of the Highway 103 property.

BUDGET IMPLICATIONS

There is $120,000 budgeted in the Municipality’s 2025/2026 operating budget to
complete property readiness activities, including but not limited to market gap and
property asset analysis.

and Yarmouth Counties.

Commercial Development Identification
e Assess the viability of specific types of development (e.g., grocery stores, logistics hubs, tourism
services, health/wellness facilities, etc.) based on population growth scenarios provided.
e Determine high-potential sectors for commercial development based on market need

Asset Analysis
e Evaluate municipally owned commercial development sites along Highway 103, PID’s 80113889
and 80143555 and provide a roadmap to investment readiness. lllustrate how we prepare our
commercial lots to attract commercial developers.
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Collaboration
e Engage regularly with designated municipal staff and the Municipality’s Economic Growth
Committee.

Project Deliverables

The project deliverables, defined below, are the minimum requirements for the execution of this
project. Should the proponent feel that it is desirable to produce additional deliverables, then
these should be described explicitly in the proposal.

The successful proponent will be required to provide:

This
market gap analysis should be completed with'PID’s 80113889 and 80143555 in mind and how
their future development may benefit from the market gap analysis.

e Prioritize a minimum of five economic development opportunities for PID’s 80113889 and
80143555. Provide development profile reportwith summaries, site readiness assessments, and
business case potential:

Investment Attraction and Marketing Strategy
e |dentify and provide, high level contact for a minimum of 10 potential corporate investors,
franchise groups, or.commercial.real estate development firms that align with local
opportunities:
e Develop a strategic marketing package tailored for corporate investors, including pitch materials
and site profiles.
o Recommend direct outreach strategies to secure investment interest.

Reporting to Economic Growth Committee

e Present interim findings at a mid-point review session
e Present final recommendations

Budget:

The proposal must establish and provide a competitive budget that includes each of the above
deliverable categories separately. HST must be included in bid.

Depending on available budget, the municipality reserves the right to negotiate additional work relating
to the exploration of markets and investment readiness, with the successful proponent.

In addition, the Municipality reserves the right not to select any proposals in the event the Municipality
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deems (in its sole discretion) that none of the proposals meets the minimum requirements to fulfill the
project deliverables.

Project Schedule

Meetings and regular progress reports should be incorporated into the overall work plan which is to be
prepared by respondents as part of the proposal submissions. Project contract must be completed no
later than October 31, 2025.

Submissions shall provide three or more recently completed projects demonstrating the proponent’s
abilities, expertise and experience leading a project with a similar scope of work. Each project should
outline:

a) The client’s end goal for the project

b) Methodology used,

c) Project outcome; and

d) Samples of final strategic plans

e) Provide contact information for three client references.

Timeline

Provide a clear timeline, with scope of work milestones an date for all deliverables.

Include a complete budget summary.

In the event that no satisfactory quotations are received, MDS reserves, the right to re-issue the
project.

Once a conditional award is made, any concerns with the proposal'which have been brought out
through the evaluation process may be negotiated withithe selected proponent. Final award will
be subject to satisfactory submission of the Work Plan.

The Proponent must provide the Municipality with a copy of a “Certificate of Professional

Liability Insurance” prior to commencement of the work. The General Liability Insurance
minimum will be one million dollars ($1,000,000.00) with The Municipality of Shelburne named as
additional insured.

The Proponent acknowledges that he/she is an independent Contractor and shall, indemnify,
protect and save harmless The Municipality of Shelburne, its agents and employees from all
damages, liabilities and claims of whatsoever nature arising‘out ofthe,furnishing by the
Proponent, its agents or employees of the materials and/orperforming of the services covered
by this RFP. The Vendor remains responsible for maintaining the required insurance even if the
certificates are never exchanged and/or requested.

It is also expected that bidders shall be in good standing with the Workers’ Compensation Board

of Nova Scotia at all times when providing the service outlined Herein or, if exempt, provide
written proof thereof.
